Press Release: New State Budget
Increases Tax Credit Funds for
Education Improvement
Organizations (EIO) to $22.33 Million
for The PA State Tax Credit Program

Governor Ed Rendell signed into law
last month the state budget that
includes an increase of $4.3 million for
a total of $22.33 million in EIO funds
available for local education
foundations.

In a relatively quiet, but significant
way, the PA Legislature is offering a
great incentive to enable PA
businesses to support Educational
Advancement Efforts in the state. Act
48 authorizes the award of tax credits
to businesses that make contributions to
educational improvement
organizations contained on a list
published by the Department.

A business will be approved for a tax
credit equal to up to 90% of its
contributions to listed organizations (up
to a maximum of $200,000 per taxable
year).

The UCFEF will be pursuing this
endeavor very actively in the coming
year.
